The High-Risk Truth of the Resurrection

In the 58 verses of 1 Corinthians 15, the apostle Paul writes the longest state-
ment in all of Scripture on the nature and importance of the Resurrection. In
this remarkable passage, Paul claims that our entire faith hinges on the fact
of Jesus’ resurrection. You can imagine the blood vessels bulging on the
apostle’s neck and his heart rate quickening as he argues with all of his
eloquence and his deep conviction for the necessity of our belief in the
resurrection. Listen to Paul’s adamant tone in I Corinthians 15, verses 12-19:

12 But tell me this—since we preach that Christ rose from the dead, why are
some of you saying there will be no resurrection of the dead? 13 For if there
is no resurrection of the dead, then Christ has not been raised either. 14
And if Christ has not been raised, then all our preaching is useless, and
your faith is useless. !5 And we apostles would all be lying about God—for
we have said that God raised Christ from the grave. But that can’t be true if
there is no resurrection of the dead. 16 And if there is no resurrection of
the dead, then Christ has not been raised. !7 And if Christ has not been
raised, then your faith is useless and you are still guilty of your sins. 18 In
that case, all who have died believing in Christ are lost! 19 And if our hope in
Christ is only for this life, we are more to be pitied than anyone in the world.
(New Living Translation)

If Jesus Christ had not been raised from the dead, there would be no
Christian faith — no apostles, no gospels, no church, no continuous line of
believers stretching across two thousand years. In Christ, God “put all the
eggs in one basket” risking everything on the truth of the resurrection.
In verse 20, Paul tells us the great “high risk truth”:

20 But in fact, Christ has been raised from the dead. He is the first of a
great harvest of all who have died.

Our focus on the Resurrection continues in April, after the glory of Easter
Sunday which was March 31st. For a century, pastors have noticed the
Sunday after Easter is one of the least attended services of the year. Pastors
call it “Cannon Sunday” because you could fire a cannon ball down the middle
of the sanctuary and not hit anyone. Please prove us wrong and join us as we
explore several of the many resurrection stories. For Christians, every
Sunday is Resurrection Day.
